his is the final newsletter for 2008. It has been a busy and productive
year for Tautai.

We wish to thank the J R McKenzie Trust which has generously granted
$30,000 to Tautai over the next three years to fund an extension of the Fresh
Horizons workshops into prisons. Tautai has completed three Fresh Horizons
workshops this year including one at Springhill Prison. The workshops provide
budding new artists contact with Tautai and practicing artists. The support of
J R McKenzie Trust for this part of the Tautai program strengthens our ability
to plan for the future and is greatly appreciated.

We also extend our thanks to the Pacific Cooperation Foundation which has
agreed to sponsor an artist residency to be known as “The Tautai Trust and
Pacific Cooperation Foundation Artist Residency”. The funding received from
the Pacific Cooperation Foundation will enable Tautai to bring an artist from
the Pacific to live in Auckland for a six week residency in March 2009. The
residency will enable the chosen artist to take part in events and activities
and build networks with the Pacific arts community in Auckland.

Tautai has continued to provide professional development and mentoring
through activities such as artist visits to tertiary institutions; a student trip
to the Govett Brewster Gallery and a professional development workshop
held in partnership with Manukau City and Fresh Gallery.

On the technology front the Tautai Editing Suite is now operational and
being used by artists. In addition the upgrade to the Tautai website is now
complete and ready for additions to be made to this information resource.

The range of activities Tautai has been involved in this year includes four
exhibitions - “Flat White Black Pearl”, “Strengthening Sennit”, "What's
That” and a reconstituted and expanded “Le Folauga”™ which opened
at the Kaohsiung Museum of Fine Art in Taiwan on 13 December 2009.
Kaohsiung Museum is one of the major art museums in Asia. We are very
pleased to have successfully collaborated with KMFA in bringing together
this exhibition which includes sixty artworks from sixteen artists.

We look forward to continuing our support and advocacy for Pacific art and
artists in the Tautai 2009 program. On behalf of the staff and trustees, thank
you to our major funders Creative New Zealand and ASB Community Trust
for their continuing support of our program. Thanks also to our members
and supporters for your support and involvement with Tautai this year. We
wish you and your families a safe and happy festive season.

Tautai Fresh Horizons

hanks to funding from the J.R.McKenzie Trust, the Fresh Horizons

programme is set to run three workshops in prisons over the next three
years. The first was held in November at the Pacific focus unit at the new
Corrections facility at Springhill in Te Kauwhata.

Four artists; Fa'afetai Amituana’i, Jean Clarkson, Filipe Tohi and Chris Van
Doren, worked with twenty guys from the Vaka Fa'aola unit on a three
day intensive workshop. Filipe Tohi and Chris Van Doren ran the carving
workshop and Jean Clarkson and Fa'afetai Amituana’i worked with the
designer/screenprinters.

The printers were set a task to design and print a t-shirt. The winning
image was printed on t-shirts and lavalava for the men within the unit
and as gifts for their families. Other original designs were also printed on
canvas to display in the unit to give it more of a Pacific flavour.

The carvers created works for their families and at the closing ceremony
Chris Van Doren presented a piece for the unit.

At the end of the workshops, the prints and carvings were displayed in
the fale for the staff and participants. Colin and Christina Jeffery also
attended the closing celebrations on behalf of Tautai.

Fresh Horizons manager Jean Clarkson comments: “the original works
created and the hugely positive reaction from both staff and inmates
made this a very worthwhile project.”

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Postcard from Samoa

| n 2005 | was cast in a French film as the paramount chief Mata'afa losfa
in the biopic of Robert Louis Stevenson’s final years in Samoa filmed
in Baracoa Cuba. | had this idea/delusion that if | visited his Museum in
Vailima, it would offer a reality that would enable me to re-contextualise
the experience. In my research | came across an autobiographical detail
that Stevenson called himself an “ink slinger” rather than a writer.

The creative process of writing being minimalised into slinging ink
inspired me to appropriate literally the action into making some art,
as if it gave me permission to experiment, to trust the moment and my
own intuitive decision-making.

During the three month residency in Samoa | refurbished my apartment
and landscaped the surrounding land into a personal statement. The
transformation became an installation a backdrop for a documented
performance work of painting twenty metres of rice paper.
